In addition, a person who suffers from serious arrhythmia
which has-at any stage resulted in loss of consciousness is
particularly advised to consult histher doctor before
applying for a licence.

A person who is dependent on or regularly abuses
psychotropic substances is disqualified from holding any
provisional licence or driving licence.

If you bave any doubts about your physical or mental
fitness to drive you should censultf a docior.

J. EVIDENCE OF IDENTITY
It applying in person, the licensing authority may in it’s
absolute discretion, request you to provide evidence of
identity. The types of documentation which are
acceptable in this connection are specified in regulations.
Examples of the types of documeniation that will be
accepted in this connection include a passport; a birth
certificate; a marriage certificate; a certificate of
registration; a cheque book; a cheque card; a credit card;
a credit union membership card; a bank, building society
or savings bank book; a Social Welfare payment book; a
signing-on card or free travel card; a medical card; an
employee or student identity card.

EXCHANGE OF LICENCE

If you are exchanging a current licence or a licence
which has expired for less than 10 years issued by
another member state of the European Union or of the
European Economic Area, or a current licence or a
licence which has expired for less than one year issued
by a country designated as a “recognised state” for
driving licence exchange purposes, you must also submit
Declaration form D.900. This form, which is essentially a -
declaration that the licence which you are surrendering
for exchange purposes is both current and valid, is
obtainable from your local Motor Taxation Office.

WHERE TO APPLY

You should apply to the licensing authority (Motor
Taxation Office) in the County / City in which you reside
for a driving licence.

“Passenger accommodation” means seating accommodation for passengers in addition to the driver. “Design g.v.w.” means
design gross vehicle weight (i.e. design laden weight). Manufacturers generally refer to it as gross vehicle weight (g.v.w.) and it
is usually displayed on a metal plate attached to the vehicle by the manufacturer.

CODED INFORMATION

Certain additional information or restrictions relating to the holding of a driving licence may be noted on a licence in coded
format. Due to the limited size of the licence, and the consequential limited amount of details that can be noted on it. the codes
enable the noting of specific additional information or restrictions relating to a driver on his/her licence that would otherwise not
be possible.
